   SUDC FACTS
• SUDC is a category of death in children between 
the ages of 1 and 18 that remains unexplained after a 
thorough investigation, including an autopsy.
• It affects approximately 400 children aged 1-18 
years in the U.S. annually.
• It is most common in toddlers; it is the 5th leading 
category of death in children ages 1 through 4.
• Current SUDC profile: Predominantly males born at
term as singletons; some have association with febrile 
seizures; most deaths unwitnessed during apparent 
sleep period; most found prone; minor pathologic
autopsy findings are common, but do not explain death.
